Horses and riders must not receive any help from a
Professional Producer/Trainer at a SHOW in the current season. A rider who has ridden for a Professional/Producer Trainer in the current or previous season must not
have ridden horses at a show. Any breaches of this ruling will be taken seriously and will result in disqualification from future classes.
